Chapter 40:1-41:15 - Post- Destruction of Jerusalem Situation 
Chapter 40:1-6 - Jeremiah captured and release
1. Compare 39:11-14 and 40:1,4a; is there a contradiction between these verses?
· 39:11-14:  Appears Jeremiah is immediately released once the city is taken

· 40:1,4-5:  Jeremiah clearly taken prisoner by the Babylonians and was about to be exiled before he was released
2. Why did this calamity come upon Judah according to Nebuzaradan?
Chapter 40:7-16 - Gedaliah Put In Charge of the Remnants

3. Who all came to Gedaliah once they heard he had been appointed governor?

4. What did Gedaliah promise the people?
5. What was Jonanan warning to Gedaliah?

Chapter 40:17-41:15 - Gedaliah Assassinated by Ishmael
6. On whose behalf did Ishmael kill Gedaliah?

7. Who all did Ishmael kill besides Gedaliah?

8. Who rescued the remaining people from Ishmael?

Chapter 41:16-44:30 - The People Escape to Egypt

Chapter 41:16-43:7 - Should They Stay or Go to Egypt?
1. Why do the people think they need to flee to Egypt?

2. Do the people seek God’s guidance in this matter?
3. Jeremiah agrees to seek God’s guidance on their behalf; how do the people promise to respond to God’s word?
4. What is the eventual word from God?  Is it in line with their thinking on what they should do?

5. Think about the “test of faith” facing the people:

· From a human standpoint, is their fear understandable?

· Should faith in God be just as understandable given the power He has demonstrated?
6. What specific reminders and warnings does Jeremiah provide to the people?

Chapter 44:1-30 – God’s Frustration with the People
