Chapter 46-51 – God’s Judgments Against the Nations  
1. Against what nations is God bringing these judgments?
2. What common themes do you see among these nations? (i.e. their attitudes towards Israel and Judah, attitudes towards God, attitudes towards their wealth and power, etc)
3. Why was God bringing judgment against these nations?  
Had He provided them a law like He had Israel?  
What right did God have to bring these judgments on these nations?  (Romans 1:18-25)
4. What can we conclude regarding the expectation God has always had for the way His creation should treat Him?
Chapter 52 – Destruction of Jerusalem
1. How had the Jews convinced themselves God would never destroy Jerusalem?

2. What should they have realized through Jeremiah’s preaching? (Romans 2:5)
3. What advantage(s) did the Jews have over the other nations? (Romans 2:5-8, 3:1-8)
4. What applications can we make for us? (Romans 2:11-16, 3:21-26)
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
